BUSINESS CHALLENGE LEAGUE RULES

1. The Business Challenge League was created to give business people in the area a place to meet and network in FRIENDLY competition.

2. The RCGA Rules of Golf are in effect.

3. You will be playing a 9-hole, 2-person Scramble, Handicap Matchplay.

· Scramble – both players hit from the tee (men from the white tees, ladies from the red tees), then choose the best shot and play from there, repeating this until the ball is in the hole.

· Handicap Match – the lower net score wins the hole.

· Match Play – in match play the game is played by holes. A hole is won by the team which holes their ball in the fewer strokes.

4. The team that wins the most holes will win the match. If both teams win an equal amount of holes, the match is tied.

5. Scoring System:

· 2 points – for a won match.

· 1 point – for a tied match.

· 1 point – for each hole won.

· ½ point – for each hole tied

6. For a forfeited scheduled match in which your opponent fails to show up, you will be awarded 2 points for the win, 5 points for the holes won and 1 point for halved holes for a total of 8 points. If you cannot make a match, it is your responsibility to contact (before the match) your opponent and the pro shop to reschedule otherwise you will forfeit the match.
7. Teams will consist of 2 people whose handicaps are not greater than 10 strokes apart. If the players on the team are more than 10 apart then the league committee will adjust it. 

· If player A is a 10 handicap and player B is a 23 handicap, the committee will adjust player B down to a 20.

8. Team handicap will be formulated as follows for league play: 

· Player A is a 10. Player B is a 20. Total handicap is 30 divided by 2 giving the team a handicap of 15. The 15 is then divided by 4 and rounded down to give you your 9-hole matchplay handicap. I.E (((10+20)/2)/4) = 3.

9.    Handicaps for teams will be formulated in the proshop, before each match begins and the holes you may receive strokes on will be assigned as well. If your team handicap has changed or you feel it incorrect it is your responsibility to inform the proshop before the match begins keeping in mind the objective of the business league is a fair and friendly competition.
10. Playoffs
Playoffs will begin following the final week of the regular scheduled season.  They will include the top 32 teams only.  These remaining teams will play each week thereafter until a winner is decided.  If there is a tie for the 32nd place team after the regular season, the following will decide which team will advance to the playoffs.

a) The team with the most wins will advance.

b) The team with the least amount of losses will advance.

c) The team with the most holes won during the season will advance.

d) If there is still a tie the remaining teams will playoff on the Tuesday of the final regular season league night.

11. Should rain ever postpone a league night, the players will be expected to play their assigned matches on the next available night that week. Please confirm rain date with your opponent and the pro shop.
12. Any makeup games should be played, preferably on a Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday and should be played before your next scheduled match. Again please confirm with your opponent and the pro shop.
13. The rules for the league are as follows.

a) Look on page one for scramble definition.

b) Players will be allowed the length of their nine iron only, in which to play their ball from the spot of the ball they selected. No closer to the hole.

c) Either player may hit first.

d) If you choose a ball from a hazard or the rough, you must take the club length within the hazard or cut of rough you are in. If you are in the sand, you stay in the sand. If you are in the water, you stay in the water. If you are in a red staked area, you stay in the red staked area. You may not move the ball from one cut of rough to another. Sorry for your luck.

e) Out of bounds are marked by white stakes. If both players are out of bounds, you must play your next shot from where the out of bounds shot originated. I.E. if both players hit out of bounds from the tee, then both players hit from the tee again and you would be hitting 3 off the tee. Again, sorry for your luck.

f) If in doubt about a ruling, play 2 balls for the remainder of the hole and ask the committee for a ruling after the fact.

Again we ask that you have fun and should any other questions arise during the meeting, concerning any rules that have not been covered, we will make sure that players are notified before league play begins.
